	Key Indictor 1: The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity – Chief Medical Officers guidelines recommend that primary school pupils undertake at least 30 minutes of physical activity a day in school

	Pupil make progress with their mobility skills and swimming skills from their starting point in September 2022. 
	Additional teaching assistants supporting children to access swimming, carryout mobility programmes and yoga sessions enables pupils to make progress

	£5733 additional scale 4 TA
	Having an additional Teaching Assistant (TA) for swimming enabled children to attend regularly.  It supported children to progress by: 

· Having individualized attention and support allowed children to receive more personalized guidance and instruction during swimming lessons.  They were able to make more movements in the water, improving their swimming abilities and physical development.

· Building their confidence in the water, allowing them to willingly try new things and overcome fears/ anxieties whilst swimming.  One child was able to progress from starting at the steps of pool for a few weeks to confidently getting into the middle of the pool. 

· Having additional support to manage group dynamics to ensure a productive and harmonious learning environment, e.g. and behaviours, safety for children with medical needs (suctioning, epilepsy) 

· Through yoga sessions, children’s attentions skills improved.  They were able to focus and engage in activities longer than they usually did.  It enabled children to stretch their limbs further than what they would stretch on their own.  Some children increased their eye contact in order to ask for more from the adult (singing bowl, stretched, chanting).  All children were more relaxed and ready to learn following yoga sessions 
· Some pupils have made good progress in walking.  They are now able to walk around the corridors with less support and dropping to the floor less frequently.  
· Pupils are more confident in walking up and down the stairs.  A few children can now do this independently, where they initially needed support.

	· Children’s communication skills have developed during Rebound, e.g. some children able to sign ‘more’, ‘go’ and some verbally saying ‘more jumping, come on’. Children have developed their listening skills, being able to follow instructions given. 
· Children have developed physical skills front heir starting point, e.g. some children are now able to do sit jumps, tuck jumps, sit drop, using their hands and body to push themselves up again
· They are able to identify their body parts and co-ordinate their body movements in order to carry out certain skills. 
· The children have built their confidence, from initially not wanting to get on the trampoline, to now independently getting on.

	Pupils began to anticipate that they would be going to Harrow Climbing Wall when shown a symbol of the climbing wall. They would wait for all their peers before transitioning calmly to the car/minibus.

Over the weeks, pupils began to show excitement on the journey by smiling and pointing out the car windows when getting close to Harrow Climbing Wall.

Some pupils learnt to order a drink at the café at Harrow Climbing Wall and would wait for the server to ask them what they wanted.

All pupils showed progression with each trip to Harrow Climbing Wall. They were initially weary of the safety harnesses and some of the larger more challenging climbing apparatus. However, overtime, all pupils learnt to accept and wear a safety harness and were happy to do so. They seemed to make the connection between the harness and being able to climb. By the end of the school year, Pupils were all accessing the climbing walls as well as the more complex and challenging climbing apparatus. One pupil learned to use a large slide appropriately and independently. One pupil challenged himself and went down a VERY tall and steep slide and even encouraged the staff member with him to go down the slide.

Pupils would initiate communication with staff from school as well as the Harrow Climbing Wall instructors through using gesture to ask for help in taking off or putting on their safety harnesses as well as indicating they would like to try a different climbing apparatus. 

Some pupils began to interact with members of the public (other children) using the climbing castle by taking their hands or following them through the tunnels.

Pupils learnt to tidy up the play space at Harrow Climbing Wall.  They would pick up all the toys and put them back in the toy box.

Pupils learned to calmly finish and transition back to the car happily and calmly.

	Continue with Harrow Climbing Wall.  More children given opportunities to experience the Climbing Wall.  Encouraging parents to take children who went last year. 

	Engage children in physical activities outside in the local community – able to wear water safety equipment, balance when board and off boarding the boat/canoe, using the oars to row. 

	Children learn to canoe at Engage Watersports with support of an adult.  They also develop their self-confidence, independence skills and communication and language skills

	Only did 9 weeks as Sports Coach left in Spring Term 2023.  New sports coach appointed through an agency did not have the right qualifications to continue with water sports. 
· Children made significant progress in wearing the safety equipment.  They were initially hesitant to put on the equipment.  We were able to borrow the life jackets and practise wearing them at school.  This paired with showing children videos of going out on the boat, increased their confidence.    
· Children were initially weary about getting into o the canoe.  They practised on dry land and then eventually (after a few sessions) were confident getting in and out of the canoe whilst on in the lake.  
· Children had developed confidence in using the oars. 
· Children learnt to follow instructions and adhere to the routine – getting in the canoe, having lunch and then back in the canoe. 
· Children explored the open grounds around them by walking and exploring.  
	Continue to source activities children in access outside of the school.
