
PUPIL PREMIUM

Dear Parent/Guardian,

ENTITLEMENT TO PUPIL PREMIUM
Some children may be entitled to pupil premium .The pupil premium is a grant given by the government to schools in England to decrease the attainment gap for the most disadvantaged children, whether by income or by family upheaval. Each pupil who is eligible for pupil premium, or has claimed in the last six years, his or her school receives £1,480 (if a primary school) or £1050 (if a secondary school).[1]
Schools receive an extra premium of £2,345 for pupils:
· in local authority care
· adopted from care (and the parent self-declares)
· Were in care in the last year, which ceased by virtue of a special guardianship order (and the guardian self-declares), residence order or Child Arrangement Order.
Service children also receive an allocation of £310, if a parent is serving in the armed forces or is in receipt of a service pension.
Your child may be able to get pupil premium if you receive any of the following:
· Income Support
· Income-based Jobseekers Allowance (JSA)
· Income-related Employment and Support Allowance (ESA)
· Support under part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
· The guaranteed element of Pension Credit
· Child Tax Credit, provided the parents are not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gross income of no more than £16,190
· Working Tax Credit run-on, which is paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax credit
· Universal Credit – for those applying on or after 1 April 2018, their household income must be less than £7,400 a year (after tax and not including any benefits they get). See the section below for protections in place for those affected by the introduction of this income threshold 
Children may also get FSM if they receive any of these benefits directly, instead of through a parent.
Children paid these benefits directly, instead of through a parent or guardian can also apply.
You will need to apply online www.ealing.gov.uk – Free School Meals and fill in the details or complete the form ‘apply for Pupil Premium found on the next page, once completed return to the school office and we can apply on your behalf.
